MAY 31 - JUNE 1, 2023

Status of the Ukrainian nuclear power plants and the nuclear
industry of Ukraine

e According to SE "NNEGC “Energoatom”, as of May 31 — June 01, 2023, 9 power
units of Ukrainian nuclear power plants, which are located on the territory
controlled by Ukraine, worked to meet the needs of the population and the
country's economy.

Current situation on Zaporizhzhya NPP

e According to the SE “"NNEGC “Energoatom as of May 31 — June 01, 2023, the
Zaporizhzhya NPP received power for its in-house needs from the energy system
of Ukraine. The radiation situation at the ZNPP site remains normal.

Current situation on Chornobyl NPP and in the Exclusion Zone

e On May 31 — June 01, 2023, the radiation situation at the ChNPP site was without
changes. The monitored parameters of the equipment were within the boundaries
set by the technological regulations. Operating personnel continues to ensure
nuclear and radiation safety.

War in Ukraine

The 463 day of the resistance of Ukraine to the russian military invasion has ended.
According to the General Staff of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, russian forces
continue to focus its main efforts on attempts to fully occupy the Luhansk and
Donetsk regions. During the day, units of the defense forces repelled 19 enemy
attacks.

e The Armed Forces of Ukraine in the Bakhmut direction were performing other
tasks, so the advance on the flanks was suspended during the past few
days. russians almost lost initiative there and went on defensive.

e The russians tried to advance in the Kupiansk, Lyman and Avdiivka directions
[eastern Ukraine] with a large number of assault units. However, it was
unsuccessful and suffered losses. In the nothern directions, the operational
situation remains stable, no signs of the formation of offensive groups have been
detected. In the Siversk and Slobozhansk areas, the enemy continues to maintain
a military presence in the areas bordering Ukraine. russians continue to conduct
defensive operations in the southern directions [Zaporizhzhya and Kherson].

e The russian federation continues to disregard the laws and customs of war, uses
terror tactics, strikes, and fires at both military and civilian targets. During the day,
the russian forces launched 12 missile strikes using 10 ballistic and cruise missiles
of the "Iskander" type on Kyiv (destroyed by our defenders) and 2 S-300 anti-
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aircraft guided missiles on Kharkiv. In addition, it carried out 36 airstrikes and
carried out about 10 attacks from rocket salvo fire systems on the positions of our
troops and populated areas. Unfortunately, there are dead and wounded among
the civilian population, including children, children's polyclinic, residential
apartment buildings, private houses, and other civil infrastructure were damaged.
The probability of launching missile and air strikes throughout the territory of
Ukraine remains high.

e russian occupation forces continue to suffer heavy losses on the battlefield. As a
result, the enemy continues to equip civilian facilities in the temporarily occupied
territories with medical facilities. For example, in the town of Melitopol,
Zaporizhzhya region, the occupiers set up a children's sanatorium under a military
hospital, where more than 200 occupiers with injuries of varying degrees of
severity are being treated. Also, Russian terrorists, disregarding the laws of
international humanitarian law, placed a base of Russian military personnel with
military equipment on the territory of the Melitopol Alexander Nevsky Cathedral.

e On the night of 1 June, the racists launched Iskander missiles at Kyiv from the
Bryansk region. As a result 3 people, including a mother and her 9-year-old
daughter, were killed of the occupiers' missile attack on Kyiv. 14 people were
also injured.

e Ukrainian air defense, thanks to the help of its partners, is able to shoot down all
types of russian missiles, but Kyiv needs more modern air defense systems, as it
does not have F-16s. This was stated by President of Ukraine Volodymyr Zelensky.
