Dear Mr. Grossi,

The Ukrainian Nuclear Society expresses its deep concern and cannot agree
with your assessment regarding the staffing of the occupied Zaporizhzhia NPP,
conveyed during your visit to Kyiv in April 2026. The statement that the loss of
specialists at the occupied plant is "not a major issue" from a nuclear safety
perspective does not fully reflect the scale of the risks associated with the staffing
situation at the Zaporizhzhia NPP.

The decrease in the number of licensed specialists from 159 to only 22
individuals is a catastrophic shortage that can in no way be considered "adequate"
even for a "cold shutdown" state of the ZNPP power units, let alone for responding
to potential emergency situations on the brink of which ZNPP balances every day.
The situation with licensed personnel, who ensure decision-making regarding the
operation of reactor installations, control of critical parameters, and response to
emergency situations, clearly demonstrates the systemic nature of the personnel
crisis. According to available data, out of the nearly 11,000 personnel present
before the Russian seizure of the ZNPP, only about 3,000 employees remain with
access to the facility. The presence of Russian personnel does not solve the safety
problem and cannot be considered a reliable basis for operating a nuclear facility.
These individuals are present at the plant in violation of international law; the
international community does not know for certain either their exact number, the
actual level of their professional qualifications, or the presence of a proper safety
culture among them. At the same time, if they have proper professional education
and training, they cannot be unaware that they are participating in the illegal
seizure and operation of the occupied Zaporizhzhia NPP. This fact itself is direct
evidence of their lack of commitment to the principles of nuclear safety culture.

Furthermore, operating a nuclear facility requires the highest level of
concentration and psychological stability, which is impossible under the conditions
of terror perpetrated by the Russian side. An absolutely abnormal and oppressive
psychological atmosphere prevails at the ZNPP. According to investigations by the
non-governmental organization Truth Hounds, hundreds of Enerhodar residents
and ZNPP employees have passed through Russian torture chambers, illegal
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detentions, torture, and abuse. Russian forces deprived detainees of food, water,
and medical care in violation of international law provisions. The detained nuclear
workers were subjected to severe physical and psychological torture (beatings,
electric shocks, mock executions, sexual violence) by the Russian occupying
forces. As of today, at least 14 ZNPP employees remain in prolonged detention.
Ten of them have already received illegal court sentences with horrific terms of up
to 25 years.

The Ukrainian Nuclear Society, as the largest industry organization, on
behalf of its more than 3,500 members, urges you to use all your international
authority, influence, and leadership to protect the personnel of the ZNPP. We
strongly request you to objectively highlight the situation at the plant on the
international level. We hope this will draw attention and help increase pressure on
the Russian side for the immediate release of Ukrainian nuclear workers who are
still in prolonged detention.
